Major General Niels Bundsgaard




Niels Bundsgaard was born in Copenhagen, Denmark on 18. June 1957.

After being drafted in 1976 he decided to follow a military career and joined the Military Academy in 1977-81. The first years as a commissioned officer were spent in the artillery and later, after the Junior Staff Course at the Defence College, he served as a staff officer in G3/Danish Division followed by a period as Commanding Officer of a Target Acquisition Battery. 
In 1989-90 he attended the Army Command and General Staff Course and the Joint Staff Course at the Defence College and was promoted Major. He stayed at the Defence College for four years as an instructor and was subsequently moved to Germany to serve as Staff Officer Logistics in Multinational Corps LANDJUT, Rendsburg. 
He was promoted Lieutenant Colonel in 1997 and appointed as Commanding Officer of an Artillery Battalion, and in 1998-99 he was Chief of Staff of the Danish Battle Group in Bosnia.
In 1999-2000 he studied at U.S. Army War College in Carlisle Pennsylvania and obtained a Masters Degree in Strategic Studies. After the course he served as Chief Materiel Acquisition Branch in Defence Command Denmark, and in 2003 he was promoted Colonel and appointed as Brigade Commander. During that period he served as the first Danish Commander in Iraq.

From 2004 he was involved in the reconstruction of the logistic structure in Denmark and was appointed Deputy Chief of Staff, Logistics in the newly established Danish Defence Acquisition and Logistics Organization. In 2008 he was promoted Major General and served as General Officer Commanding, Danish Division. In January 2009 he was appointed as Commander Army Operational Command Denmark (Chief of the Army) responsible for the development, training and deployment of the Danish Army. In august 2010 he took up his present position as Chief of the Danish Defence Personnel Organization.
Niels Bundsgaard is married to Bente and together they have two sons, Peter (1987) and Soren (1991). Interests are running, golf, skiing and reading.

His award includes: Commander of the Order of Dannebrog; Meritorious award for good service in the Army; NATO medal for service in Bosnia; Defense Medal for service in Iraq and Lithuanian Armed Forces Medal for Distinguished Service.
